Give Way Traffic Island at Hataitai Entrance

This was removed when the shrubs were planted. Everyone agreed that replacing the sign would be a good idea and requesting the WCC give the traffic island a clean.

Action points

Coolsville Graffitti

· Zandra noticed there has been some graffiti above Coolsville Cartel that has been there since late 2022. The WCC said it's out of scope for them to remove it as it's on private property. Zandra asked the Coolsville and Realm staff about whether they had contacted the owner to arrange removal. They said the owner of the building is in Australia and difficult to contact. The Committee suggested Zandra clean the graffiti off herself using the tools used on the Four Square graffiti.
