2 Degrees Cellphone Tower
· Barrie Hutton spoke to how he’d found out about the cellphone tower 2degrees are installing on the corner of Hataitai Road and Taurima Street to replace the one behind Park and Clarke.

· The new tower will be 20 metres high. 6 metres higher than the old tower it’s replacing (the old tower was 14 metres high but an extra 6 metres is required to transmit to the 5G network).

· The tower location Resource Consent was approved by the WCC Resource Consent Team based on different recommendations (including the WCC Heritage Team who said the tower didn’t fit in with the proposed area).
· Six other locations were considered and rejected for various reasons.

· The reason the tower has a new location is it provides consistent reception through the Mount Victoria car tunnel.
· Barrie approached Tim Brown and Sarah Free with his concerns. They said City Councillors are unable to interfere in Council operations. The only way to get construction halted is to apply for a High Court Judicial Review of the WCC decision.

Action points:

· Barrie will look at what is involved in a High Court Judicial Review. The Association is happy for him to take it on their behalf if he wishes.

· The Association may be able to help pay for any Court application. May also be able to solicit funds from local residents via Kickstarter or a bank account.
· Isaac will draft a letter to the WCC Resource Consent Team to say the HRA was disappointed that the proposal wasn’t notified. This meant the Association and Hataitai residents couldn’t provide any feedback on the proposal.
Lets Get Wellington Moving Miramar to the City Connection
· The proposed route of the bus priority and bike lanes was discussed.
Give Way Traffic Island at Hataitai Entrance

· The WCC responded to Zandra’s query about replanting the roses on the traffic island. They confirmed the original garden and sign was removed as part of pedestrian and cyclist safety improvements.

· It was never replanted as traffic drives over the island (drivers realise they’ve missed the correct Hataitai turnoff when coming into the city). WCC confirmed the welcome sign belonged to HRA.

· As the traffic island is on State Highway One it’s under the jurisdiction of Waka Kotahi NZ Transort Agency. The HRA would need to contact them to have approval to reinstate the sign.
· Isaac suggested putting the sign on the left hand side near the pedestrian bridge instead of the traffic island

Action points

· Jardena to confirm local Iwi are happy with macron usage on Hataitai before the sign is assembled.
· Isaac to get the sign made up and erected.
Combined Residents Association Meet the Candidates Guidelines

· The wider Wellington Residents Association groups will compile some guidelines to support any upcoming General Election Meet the Candidate events. Isaac to circulate once received.

Pollinators Connected - Hataitai

· Sarah and Erin gave us some background on the Pollinators Connected Hataitai Group.

· Their objective is to raise awareness around the importance of plant pollinators and create/maintain pollinators paths around Hataitai (as well as bees other pollinators include butterflies, skinks and bats).

· There are a couple of established pollinator plots in Hataitai (one on the Village Green and outside Konini Apartments).
· The Pollinators are looking for more volunteers to support their work and maintain gardens.

· They have a presence at the monthly market and grow plant seedlings to supply to anyone who wants them.

· Currently they have four active volunteers from a wider group of 31. They face the same challenges as the HRA in getting people involved (lack of time and juggling other commitments).

· The HRA could potential hook into their work at the next Litter Blitz i.e. provide seedlings to take away with them.
· The Pollinators are also looking to involve the local schools by having a sunflower growing contest.
